Both the driver and Fayed died instantly. Cleopatra Commits Suicide
Cleopatra, queen of Egypt and lover of Julius Caesar and Mark Anthony commits suicide after a defeat against Octavian, the first emperor of Rome. Cleopatra was born in 69 B.C in the Egyptian city of Alexandria.(  Britannica 2003). She was named queen of Egypt the VII after the death of her father, Ptolemy XII in 51 B.C.
